POLICY ON THE DISSERTATION 

The dissertation itself must be a single entity and a clearly written account of the student’s original research. In addition to a description of the details and results of the 
research, it should contain an appropriate general and contextual introduction, written at a level accessible to most other workers in the wider field.  If the thesis consists of more than one piece of research, the elements of the dissertation must be related parts of a common research program and should be tied together in the introduction and the 
conclusion.
